NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Council in accordance with Sections 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5  of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, Section 144 of the Transport Act 2000 and The Bus Lane Contraventions (Approved Local Authorities) (England) Order 2005 (S.I 2005 No. 2755), The Bus Lanes (Approved Devices) England) Order 2005 (S.I 2005 No. 2756), The Bus Lane Contraventions (Penalty Charges, Adjudication and Enforcement) (England) Regulations 2005 (S.I 2005 No. 2757), The Bus Lane Contraventions (Approved Local Authorities) (England) (Amendment) (No. 8) Order 2006 (S. I 2006 No. 3419) all made by the Secretary of State for Transport and all other enabling powers has resolved to introduce Penalty Charges in relation to Bus Lane contraventions.  The relevant charges are: -
(a) a penalty charge of £60 on the issue of a Penalty Charge (PCN) for a Bus Lane contravention in accordance with The Bus Lane Contraventions (Penalty Charges, Adjudication and Enforcement) (England) Regulations 2005, but discounted by 50% if payment is received within 14 days of the issue of the PCN or within 21 days for PCNs issued by post;

(b) on the issue of a “Charge Certificate” in accordance with The Bus Lane Contraventions (Penalty Charges, Adjudication and Enforcement) (England) Regulations 2005 the penalty charge shall be increased by 50%.
The above charges are to take effect from 13th June 2016 and the charges indicated above will apply across the whole of the borough of Warrington from this date.
