	Actions Arising from previous Minutes

a) In his absence Cllr S Tranter requested that this item be deferred until June.
b) Cllr D Jones advised the Council that following a number of emails involving Cllrs and the residents of Hatton 3 separate representations would be submitted, highlighting the sub-standard service currently being extending to this area. This remains an ongoing issue with further reports due on a monthly basis.

c) Cllr R Dickin advised that he had tried to contact IN on a few occasions but not managed to speak with him to date. Clerk to check contact details. Additionally, Cllr M Winstanley to contact a further contractor within the village to ascertain a second quote to fix the telephone box.
d) Clerk advised that text and email sent to Chris Pearson to establish if he had capacity within his work schedule to undertake the internal audit this year. If not, Clerk to approach resident Philippa Lovell.

e) Clerk advised Council that contract for storing historic records at Chester Records Office has been received and completed. Next steps are to arrange delivery of the records to the site.

f) Clerk confirmed that the Annual Actions/Decisions report has been updated and sent to Cllrs.

	Correspondence

Clerk read out the relevant correspondence received in the last month. All copies of correspondence received were provided to Cllrs for referral.
National 
· Transparency funding has re-opened. Council discussed requirements for the village and in particular the necessity to keep residents up to date with information including those without access to the internet. Cllr R Dickin to consider any additional requirements for the Council.
Regional 
· ChALC Weekly Bulletins – article relating to Queen’s Birthday Celebration w/end of 11-12 June highlighted. It was agreed that celebrations would be incorporated within Hatton Fun Day.
· HS2 drop in centres advertised relating to the route between Crewe and Manchester. Whilst not directly affecting Hatton, the offer of these meetings was noted.
· Oil and Gas supplier INEOS held a meeting on 10th May re shale research at Runcorn with Cllrs D Jones and S Tranter attending. Cllr D Jones gave an outline of the meeting; how the shale is excavated; restrictions applying to urban villages; the areas within Hatton which may be included in plans, i.e. there is an area of land situated between Commonside and the motorway which may be available for drilling.

· Although plans currently at research stage, the first planning application could be made this year.
Cllr D Jones also advised Council that 6% of revenue received is passed to both the land owner (4%) and the local community (2%).

· Public Right of Way meeting – Cllr R Dickin is to represent Hatton at this forum going forward.
Local 

· Local elections now complete and Appleton Ward Cllrs appointed – Cllr J Wheeler, Cllr S Harris and Cllr B Axcell. Cllr Axcell is to represent Hatton’s interests going forward, although unable to attend this meeting due to holiday commitments.

· Warrington Road – no further update provided. Matter currently sitting with resident’s insurance company for review.

· Creamfields organisers have proposed a meeting for 27th May (evening) to discuss the proposed arrangements for this year. Cllr M Winstanley and Cllr R Dickin proposing to attend with all Cllrs welcome.
· Email addressed to Hatton Life forwarded from resident Chris and Jessica Pearson thanking the Council for the bird box and advising that they had erected it in their garden and that it now had residents in situ.

	Hatton Village Planning Implementation Group

Cllr J Godley reported the latest Minutes from the HVPIG to the Council. Salient points including;
· WBC had completed the requested litter pick on Daresbury Lane and cut back the foliage obscuring the 40 sign on Hatton Lane.
· Shrubs in beds in the centre of the village have been pruned and shaped although some were about to flower, and will be cut back later in the season.

· Cllrs J Godley and M Winstanley cleared and weeded shrub bed opposite the pub with assistance from resident Richard Roseby. Thanks were extended to Richard for his assistance.

· Midsummers walk arranged for 21st June.

· Area between the trees on the Common to be strimmed to enable wildflowers to come through better.

· 8 planters due to have their summer planting. Date to be agreed with resident John Done and volunteers required to assist with planting.

· Hatton Rural Watch cards produced by Cllr D Jones, with delivery scheduled in June.

· Film night and monthly lunches regularly achieving good attendance levels.

· Events: Easter Hunt a success with ‘Hats On Festival’; trip to Edinburgh and sunflower growing competition coming up soon. Hatton Fun Day scheduled for 9th July.

· Cllr J Godley also advised Council that resident Andrew Lett met with Jamie Fisher, Principal Highway Engineer, WBC on Tuesday 19th April to discuss the potential for a weight restriction to be implemented on Hatton Lane. After a review of the roads, completed 6th May, Jamie Fisher produced a report which Andrew Lett presented to HVPIG in May.
· Essentially, weight restriction to apply from Cat & Lion pub to Park Lane and down Daresbury Lane. Revised speed restrictions of 40mph and 30mph to be implemented at various points within the village.  21-day consultation period applicable in relation to the weight restriction, at which time and subject to no objections, it can be implemented.
· A thank you to be sent from both Chair of Hatton Parish Council and HVPIG thanking Linda Jones and Stretton Parish Council for their involvement in achieving the above results.

· Bus services have improved with an article to be included in Hatton Life.

· Going forward, a renewed questionnaire is proposed requesting residents’ feedback on what is important for them.

Council were requested approval that the HVPIG hold a public AGM in July (and annually thereafter). Clerk to add to Annual Actions/Decision report for June. Proposed by Cllr J Godley, seconded by Cllr R Dickin, unanimously agreed by Council.

	Enforcement Notice Advice
Cllr J Wrigley advised Council that there had been no applications received within the month. An existing advice had been received in relation to Oak Tree Barns, but the rationale behind the notice had not yet been forthcoming.
Cllr J Wrigley also advised that he had been made aware of an illegal road coming from Commonside onto Warrington Road. Matter to be followed up and reported back to Council.

The Village Hall Feasibility group were still awaiting preferred course by WBC and details on how to progress. Cllr J Wrigley have perused My Community website and obtained articles of interest which were to be shared back with HVPIG soon.
Once feedback received from WBC, next meeting to be arranged to discuss the best way to progress. Cllrs J Wrigley and D Jones to report back to Council on any progress.  Proposed area for Village Hall needs to be identified and the merits of considering a Neighbourhood Plan were discussed. 

Cllr M.Winstanley requested that Cllr Jones and Cllr Wrigley prepare a report explaining Neighbourhood Plans and the benefits/ problems for Hatton. 

Cllr D Jones advised Council that any plan to support a new Village Hall via any of the proposed routes would have to be standalone plan.
