	Apologies

	Open Forum for Residents

	Minutes of Previous Meetings
The Minutes of the previous meeting (19th May 2016) were agreed and signed as a true record.

	Declarations of Interest

Councillors were reminded of their responsibility to declare any Disclosable Pecuniary Interests (DPI) that they may have.
Cllr S Tranter declared that he has been asked by the Village Hall Feasibility Study if he would discuss the possibility of including his land as an option for the Village Hall and has agreed to this. Whilst the likelihood of anything materialising is extremely tenuous at this point he wishes to declare this interest and therefore be excluded from any part of the meeting which involves any decision making that may come about with regard to this.
It was agreed that this be a standing declaration for each occasion the Village Hall is included on the Agenda.

	Actions Arising from previous Minutes

a) Cllr S Tranter confirmed that the old website hosting account has been closed. Old email address to be deleted also. There is a potential annual charge of £39.99. Agreed to await any further notification before taking further action.
b) Cllrs S Tranter and D Jones advised the Council that 3 separate representations have been submitted highlighting the sub-standard broadband service currently being extending to this area. This remains an ongoing issue with further reports due on a monthly basis. It was agreed that this action be split into 2 parts; b(1) update on escalation of issue to local MP David Mowat and b(2) update on response from Connecting Cheshire.
c) Cllr R Dickin advised that Billy Turnbull has agreed to complete the repair to the Telephone Box. Cost £65, approved by Cllrs via email due to time constraint. Cllr M Winstanley to liaise with Cllr J Wrigley in respect to the painting post repair.
d) Clerk advised that previous Internal Auditor Chris Pearson did not have capacity within his work schedule to undertake the internal audit this year. Local resident Philippa Lovell has agreed to complete and the Audit is in hand.

e) Clerk advised Council the historic records have been deposited at Chester Records Office. Relevant paperwork held within Council files.
f) Clerk confirmed that all Cllrs held an up to date Annual Actions/Decisions report.

	Chair Matters

Cllr R Dickin advised Council of the matters as forwarded by Cllr M Winstanley in her absence.
Reminder that the judges for the Community Spirit Award are due to visit the village on 24th June at 1:30pm at Hatton Bar & Grill. Any residents who would like to meet with the judges are most welcome to join. Cllr R Dickin to contact a couple of residents to enquire if they are free.

Fun Day has been set for 2nd July at the Hatton Bar & Grill. Request for donations for prizes made and confirmation that Pets Protection are attending and running a games stall. Request for Cllr D Jones to confirm attendance of Fire Engine at the event. Additionally local PCSO has arranged for a Police car to be in attendance.
Cllr J Wrigley asked if the knowledge of the event was sufficient within the village (i.e. fancy dress, competitions etc.) so that residents can participate as fully as possible. Cllr R Dickin to pick up with Cllr M Winstanley. Also, “2ND” on the banner is very small – opportunity to increase the size?

Mark from Hatton Bar & Grill is due to strim the area where the marquee is to be erected on Wednesday 29th June. Request made for volunteers to help erect the marquee on this date.
Also, request made for volunteers to bake cakes for the event – including what type of cakes are planned. To be confirmed to Hatton Life email address by Wednesday 29th June.

Cllr R Dickin advised that both himself and Cllr M Winstanley attended the Creamfields meeting comprising Live Nation representatives and Warrington Police, held at the Lewis Carroll Centre. Event was run by Live Nation themselves (John Probin, and Festival Manager Jess). Event has been extended with expected numbers – Thurs 25k, Fri 55k, Sat 55k, Sun 55k.
Traffic on Thursday to be better managed, with Thursday entertainment being a silent disco. Event timetable; Fri music 3pm – 11pm, Sat 2pm – 11pm, Sun 12 – 11pm – all nights music followed by a silent disco.

Leaflets outlining events plan to be made available to the Parish Council prior to the event.
Warrington Road to be open to residents only with taxis due to use allocated dedicated drop off points (GEO’s) around the village. These GEO’s will exclude coaches, however they will not be given access to the village past the closed roads.

Live Nation has announced a new steel superstructure for this year and an improved sound system which will direct music more effectively to festival goers and not the peripheral. Superstructure similar to existing stage so no real change expected.
Live Nation showed interest in any community initiatives. Current Village Hall feasility study suggested as an option, however considered too early in proceedings to consider at this time. Local feedback would be required.

Finally, there is still 1 vacancy for a Councillor position on the Council. Clerk to reissue Vacancy Notice on the Noticeboard and website.

Financial Standing Orders draft now produced and sent out to Cllrs for review. Cllr J Godley had raised a query via the Chair relating to point 6.4 of the report. Clerk advised that this was a HMRC requirement to report PAYE for all employees on a monthly basis and which should have been implemented in 2013. Matter identified within internal audit with 3-month timeframe agreed to implement.
Clerk advised that due to the unknown complexity of the required reporting (reference to ChALC made who advise that Clerks predominately use external payroll company) there may be a cost implication to consider / impact on pre-cept.

As such, Cllr R Dickin requested that the Clerk produce an initial report for consideration by Cllr J Godley and report back to Council at July meeting.
ChALC also issued new pay scales for Clerks as issued by NALC. As Clerk has no knowledge of how the scale was set previously, matter to be raised with Cllr M Winstanley and Cllr J Godley. The matter to be discussed by full council at our next meeting.

	Village Hall 
Cllr J Wrigley provided a written report to Council regarding the Village Hall – refer Appendix A.
Cllr M Winstanley forwarded a request via the Chair for a Project Report to be produced detailing progress, actions and future dates of meetings. It was agreed by all that such a document was required to enable the PC to support the Feasibility Groups proposed progress and timeframes where appropriate. As WBC had responded to our intial enquiries, progress ought now to pick up speed. Cllrs D Jones and J Wrigley to liaise with Robin Brocklehurst in producing a Project Report capturing the above information to present at our next meeting.
Cllrs D Jones and J Wrigley advised that they had researched the potential to complete a Hatton ‘Neighbourhood Development Plan’ however given the plan incorporated the plan for housing development it was not deemed appropriate as the current feedback from the residents was negative for new housing within the village.

Should the Village Plan progress, there may be a potential to consider a NDP.

APPENDIX A

Notes of a meeting between Hatton Parish Council and Warrington Borough Council Planning Department representatives on 7th April 2016 at New Town House Warrington to discuss the feasibility of a new village hall in Hatton

1.  Present at the meeting were Julian Wrigley and David Jones from Hatton Parish Council and Michael Bell, Planning Policy and Programmes Manager from WBC Planning Department

2.  This informal meeting had been arranged to discuss planning permission issues following the production of a briefing note for Councillor Paul Kennedy by the Parish Council regarding the feasibility of a new village hall in Hatton which may or may not be linked to a small number of new houses in order to provide funding.

3.  The Council’s position on the likelihood of planning permission revolves around the fact that Hatton is located in the green belt and there is a need to show that there are very special circumstances for granting permission as outlined by the National Planning Policy Framework . 

4.  It was felt unlikely that the Council would object per se to a new village hall but if it was linked to a small number of houses it would be more problematic. There would  be a need to clearly demonstrate that the only possible way of being able to fund the village hall was to use part or all of the proceeds of a sale of the housing land. 

5.  With regard to process there are three potential routes that the Parish Council could follow. A straightforward planning application could be made which would involve a pre application consultation process for which a charge would be made. Alternatively under the Localism Act the Parish Council could either apply for a Neighbourhood Development Order or a Community Right to Build Order as had been identified in the briefing note. Both these latter processes would require full consultation with village residents via a referendum. 

6.  At this stage Michael believed that the best route would be to apply for a Neighbourhood Development Order which would involve the Parish council identifying both their area of jurisdiction and the actual development site. However before confirming this method he wished to consult the Council’s legal team and this would take a little time as he was about to take some leave. Once he had done this he would communicate further with Julian Wrigley.
