Speeding traffic and safety on our roads was one of the key areas of concern raised by residents in the Village Plan.
To this 
end the Implementation Group has
 been working on ways to assist in this area.
Following meetings with Warrington Borough Council we have received their agreement to support the introduction of a 7.5 tonne weight restriction limit on vehicles travelling through our village and also to reduce some speed limits at various hot spots.  Please note the weight restriction is only designed to stop large Commercial vehicles using our village as a cut through and deliveries to local businesses and agricultural vehicles will not be affected.
By Law before such changes can be made there needs to be a 21 day consultation period which began on the 
23rd June
. This is to allow individuals / businesses to raise any objections.
